When the COVID-19 
pandemic started it became apparent that Hospice Maui needed 
a strong clinical leader to oversee daily operations of the entire 
clinical program. In evidence of Mel’s leadership skills, experience, 
and professional growth, our late CEO, Gregory LaGoy, appointed 
Mel as Hospice Maui’s Clinical Director in 2020 formulating a 
succession plan that empowered her to become the next CEO 
of Hospice Maui. The Board of Directors is pleased to present 
Melanie to the Maui community and we know that she will 
represent us well in the years ahead.

It has been a long-time dream of Hospice Maui to expand 
our services to the communities of Moloka’i and Lana’i 
which became a reality on February 1, 2022. Providing 
hospice services to these new areas has been rewarding 
especially with the support, trust and guidance of our 
community partners. We are also proud to share that as of 
July 2022, we now offer direct in-home hospice services to 
Hana residents with a local medical team of providers.

We are also expanding our palliative care program and now 
have four additional physicians and an Advanced Practice 
Registered Nurse(APRN) that help us provide hospice and palliative care services in the 
communities we serve. At a time when there have been challenges in staffing for healthcare 
organizations nationally, we have been blessed to be able to build our team to meet the  
needs in our community. Hospice Maui continues to see record growth in the number of 
patients we care for each day.

With the incredible support of our Board of Directors, our donors and our community, 
Hospice Maui has been able to maintain our staff to patient ratios that allows our staff to 
be fully present at the bedside in the way patients and families deserve at this extremely 
vulnerable time. It was under the Board of Director’s excellent and heartfelt guidance that 
myself and Hospice Maui’s leadership team were able to seamlessly continue our mission after 
the loss of our late CEO Gregory LaGoy. I am grateful for their willingness to contribute their 
time and expertise to our organization.
